Church Heating - in spite of the lovely warm weather of last week, the
time is swiftly coming when we shall have to switch on our church heating
system. Although we have a very efficient and cost-effective heating plant,
the price of fuel has risen considerably this year, as we all know. Conse-
quently, it becomes even more important to conserve the heat that we
have generated and so we are asking for everyone’s co-operation and
thoughtfulness. Please do not leave doors open — either to the outside or
between the church and the Parish Centre. The church main door will usu-
ally be latched open before the Sunday services, but we are asking the
Welcomers to take it off the latch once the service has begun. On week-
days, the door will remain off the latch — just push to open. Please do not
leave the glass swing doors latched open. It is also a timely reminder to
people that we cannot hope to heat the church up to the standard of your
living room! Please dress appropriately for whatever the weather condi-
tions outside. Time to pack away the shorts and t-shirts!

Coughs and sneezes spread diseases - but so do germs on unwashed
hands! The clergy try to minimise the spread of infections such as colds
and flu by washing hands before the service and using the bactericidal gel
during the service. Our Eucharistic Ministers follow a similar procedure.
We advise our regulars to do the same. You will find a gel dispenser on the
table at the back of church; we encourage you to use it when you arrive at
church. Remember that at the Sign of Peace, it is perfectly adequate to
smile and nod to someone, rather than shake their hand ( or even more!).
You should certainly do this if you yourself have an infection. Thank you for
your co-operation.

Next Sunday will be our first Parade Service of the new term and also our
celebration of Harvest. We shall be welcoming the members of our Uni-
formed Organisations. This is also a good occasion for you to invite the
younger members of your family — children, grandchildren etc. We shall be
having our usual collection of tinned and dried foodstuffs, which will later
be donated to Norton House to aid their work among the homeless of Cov-
entry.
